American Champagne 190905
The European position has always been, that Champagne is sparkling wine from a strictly limited geographical area of northern France. Now though the “Champagnoire”, that’s the northern French growers from that region, seem to have conceded that right to some American growers in a trade deal:
for those of us in Europe and those of us who believe that geographical names mean something, fizzy wine that comes from Champagne made in the Champagne method should be called “Champagne”. Anything else, made anywhere else however carefully, outside the Champagne region should be call “Sparkling Wine” or something like that.

For those who might say that there is no difference between very well made sparkling wine and Champagne …..

“there are some very, very good sparkling wines made outside Champagne, but they are very unlike Champagne.”
