There have been some great moments to remember in History, the eighties for example will always be remembered for change. What sticks in your mind when you look back in History? Have you ever witnessed “history being made”?

Read peoples memories of four incredibile moments then listen to the dialogue

1. I was in Czechoslovakia when the Solvates invaded in 1968. I was there teaching English at the University that summer. We knew that there were problems and then one night we heard the rumbling sound of tanks coming into the city. Everyone was terrified and we just stayed indoors. We didn’t see anything of the riots. Four days later we left by plane

2. I was in Berlin when Kennedy visited. I was studying there and it was 1962. We had all seen the wall being built and everyone was very sad. Many people couldn’t contact their families on the other side. Then we heard that President Kennedy was coming. I was walking down the main Avenue when I actually saw him in a cavalcade, black cars and police on motor bikes. He was a very striking man, just like his photos. Jacky Kennedy was with him, they were a lovely couple. They were going to the wall where he made his famous speech “Ich bin Ein Berliner”. We didn’t know then that the wall would stay for nearly thirty years.

3. I was in Prague when the revolution took place in November 1989. I was working at the embassy, I’d only just arrived a few days before and we were settling in. It was my first job overseas. The whole city was very excited and noisy. Every night there were crowds in the street and people demonstrating. I saw the demonstrations with Havel and Du Chez and it was fascinating to see all those people changing history. It was while I was there the Government fell and Havel became Prime Minister.

4. I was in Romania, Bucharest when it all happened. I was working as a reporter and I got there just as the revolution started.  It was a little dangerous and I was frightened. At times. There was fighting and shooting in the streets and everyone was very excited. We didn’t know what was going to happen, soldiers and police were not sure where Ceaucescu was. I saw some terrible scenes in the main square, fighting, gun fire, that sort of thing. I was typing a report for the six o’clock news when we heard that Ceaucescu was dead.
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
