Let’s and Shall
Shall is used to suggest an activity as a question to the “I” or “we” subjects;

· Shall we dance?

· Shall I close the window?

· Shall I send you something written?

· Shall we start the meeting?

Let’s is used to impose your suggestion to the “we” subject;

· Let’s dance. (It’s not a question but an imposition)

· Let’s start the meeting.

· Let’s have a break.
Let is also used to impose somebody to do something;

· Let me help you.

· Let me know.

· Let us know as soon as possible.
· Let him go free.
