The Past Simple

Let’s look at  Questions, Negations and Statements (+ve) one at a time.

Questions

Think of some examples of questions in the Present Simple using the different auxiliaries (To Be, Can, To Have and To Do)

What about .....

· Are you late?

· Can you swim?

· Have you got a car / OR / Do you have a car?

· Do you drive to work?

To create the Past Simple Question change the auxiliary from the present to the past.

The past of the verb TO BE (am/ is/ are) is was/ were:

I/ he/ she/ it 

WAS

We/ you/ they

WERE

Are you late? / BECOMES / Were you late yesterday?

The past of the verb CAN is Could (for all subjects):
Can you swim? / BECOMES / Could you swim last year?

The past of the verb TO DO (Do / Does) is Did (for all subjects):

Do you drive to work / BECOMES / Did you drive to work last year?

The Past of the verb TO HAVE (have/ has)is Had BUT we cannot use HAD as an auxiliary;

Have you got a car? / DOES NOT BECOME / Had you got a car last year?

We need to use the “DO” version.

Do you have a car? / BECOMES / Did you have a car last year?

Let’s look at some more examples;

What did you do yesterday evening?

Where were you this morning?

Why couldn’t he go to the meeting?

Did he have the report with him on the plane?

Where did you go for your last trip?

Negations

Think of some examples of negations in the Present Simple using the different auxiliaries (To Be, Can, To Have and To Do)

What about .....

· I am not late!

· I can’t swim

· I have not got a car / OR / I do not have a car?

· I do not drive to work

To create the Past Simple Negations change the auxiliary from the present to the past.

The past of the verb TO BE (am/ is/ are) is was/ were:

I/ he/ she/ it 

WAS

We/ you/ they
WERE

I am not late! / BECOMES / I was not late yesterday

The past of the verb CAN is Could (for all subjects):
I can’t swim. / BECOMES / I could not swim last year?

The past of the verb TO DO (Do / Does) is Did (for all subjects):
I do not drive to work / BECOMES / I did not drive to work last year
The Past of the verb TO HAVE (have/ has)is Had BUT we cannot use HAD as an auxiliary;

I have not got a car / DOES NOT BECOME / I had not got a car last year

We need to use the “DO” version.

I do not have a car / BECOMES / I did not have a car last year

Let’s look at some more examples;

I didn’t do anything yesterday evening

I wasn’t in my office this morning

I couldn’t go to the meeting last week

He did not have the report with him on the plane

I didn’t go to the mountains yesterday.

The Witch of Wall Street

Hetty Robinson learnt all about money when she was very young. As a child, she read the financial pages of the newspaper to her wealthy father. Her father died when Hetty was 30 years old and she inherited $1 million. When she herself died in 1916, she left a fortune of almost $100 million to her two children.

Hetty made her money on the New York stock exchange. She was a financial genius. She made money so easily that people called her the Witch of Wall Street. But although she was one of the richest women in the world, she was very mean. She counted every cent and she spent as little as possible. She didn’t own a house, because she didn’t want to pay property taxes. So she and her children lived in cheap hotels.

She spent almost nothing on clothes, and wore the same long black dress every day. She washed it herself, but to save soap she only washed the bottom of the dress, where it touched the ground. Other people had their own offices, but Hetty used a desk in the bank where she kept her money, because it didn’t cost anything. She sat in the bank and ate her sandwiches while she bought and sold stocks and shares. If the bank complained, she just moved all her money to another bank.

Hetty’s family paid the price for her meanness. When she was 33 she married a millionaire, Edward Green and they had two children. Green, however, lost all his money, so Hetty left him. When her son, Ned, injured his knee Hetty didn’t want to pay for a doctor, so she took him to a free hospital for poor people. Unfortunately the doctor knew that Hetty was rich and he asked for money. Hetty refused and took the boy away. His leg didn’t get better and two years later doctors removed it.

But eventually Ned got his revenge. At the age of 81 Hetty had an argument with a shop assistant about the price of a bottle of milk. She became so angry that she had a stroke and died. So Hetty’s meanness finally killed her. Ned inherited half his mother’s fortune, and he spent it all on parties, holidays and expensive jewellery. He even bought a chamber pot covered with diamonds!

Tom:	Look! It’s raining again.


Ann:	Oh no, not again. It RAINED all day yesterday too.





RAINED is the past simple tense. We use the past simple to talk about actions or situations in the past.	





Some examples


I was angry because Tom and Ann were late.


Now Robert is at work. At midnight last light he wasn’t at work. He was in bed. He was asleep.











Pronunciation


For verbs that end in a voiceless constanant the “ED” sounds like “D”


Washed – Wash”D”	Died	Die”D”


For verbs that end in a voiced constanant the “ED” sounds like “T”


Walked – Walk”T”	Stopped – Stopp”T”


For verbs that end in “T” or “D”  the “ED” sounds like “ID”


Started – start”ID”	Decided – Decid”ID”

In England you can get married when you are 16, but you need your parents’ permission until you are 18. In Scotland, however, you can get married at 16 without this. So young English people who want to get married without their parents’ permission often run away (elope) to Scotland. The traditional place for these weddings is Gretna Green, a village just over the Scottish border.
