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Britain has a large population of ex-colony citizens, some of them are from India and Pakistan. These people have brought their religion to Britain.

The Sikh’s, Muslem’s and Hindu’s have the same rights as Christian’s in Britain. The only different is that the festivities of these religions are not recognised by the government as official Bank Holidays. Here are some examples:

Islam

Islam is a religion and forbids the worship of other religions in any form. The prophet Muhammad, the founder of Islam, was born in  Mecca in 570 A.D. His sacred teachings are compiled in the holy Koran. A true and devout Muslim believes in one God called Allah and his prophet Muhammad. The Muslim prays five times each day, gives to the poor and needy, observes a month's fast during Ramzan and makes a pilgrimage to Mecca at least once in his life. Muslims in Britain usually come from Pakistan or the north of India.

Hinduism

Hinduism is one of the most ancient religions and originates from India. It believes in being at one with the universal soul, and essentially in the eternity of the soul and its reincarnation, which eventually leads to final liberation. This path to salvation and perfection lies through the good Karmas. The human form is the highest form of life. It is through good actions that one evolves higher and higher, and then ultimately attains the perfection of nirvana. This theory is based on the scientific principle of cause and effect

The vast number of Hindu Gods and Goddesses may be confusing to outsiders, but in reality they represent the different aspects of one and the same supreme being.

Sikhism

Sikhism was found by Guru Nanak, five hundred years ago in India, in order to fuse together the best of the Hindu and Muslim religions. It is basically an offshoot of Hinduism. Sikh places of worship or temples are known as Gurudwaras and their holy book is the Granth Sahib.

Baisakhi: (April/May)-Is of special significance to the Sikhs as they celebrate the Hindu solar New Year. People visit temples after having ritual bathing in holy rivers, ponds and tanks.

Ganesh Chaturthi : (August/September) - The images of the elephant-headed God Ganesha are worshiped, and then ceremonially immersed in a sea or a lake. In Mumbai and surrounding areas it is celebrated with much passion.

Gurupurab: (November) - Is a major Sikh Festival, which marks the Birthday of the founder of the Sikh religion, Guru Nanak.

Diwali : (Oct/Nov) - Is the festival of light and fire work.  At night earthen lamps and candles are lit illuminating the dark night. Greetings and sweets are exchange and they worship Lakshmi, the goddess of riches and prosperity. The Businessmen close their old accounts and open the new ones.
