In the morning I am going to play tennis.


I am going to study harder next year OR I intend to study hard next year.





Uncertainty and predictions


What do you think you will do on Sunday?


I will probably go to the mountains.


There will not be a third world war.





General future sentences


I will be in Rome on Wednesday.


We will need some more money soon





Facts


How old will you be next year?


I will be 21 years old.
